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Amira Installation Instructions

Installation

The following setup procedure pertains to installing Amira 4.11 on a Linux workstation.  It has been tested on a Red Hat Enterprise Linux 5 (RHEL5) 64-bit system.

Nvidia has decent driver support for Linux systems, however, the latest graphics card driver must be installed for Amira to run properly.  The default Red Hat graphics driver can have rendering and performance issues. 

Step 1

Append /etc/X11/xorg.conf with the following:

Section "Extensions"

    Option         "Composite"     "disable"

EndSection

This will fix the 2D rendering of the Amira Label Field module in Linux.

Step 2

· Be sure the Linux system has the compilers & development tools installed.  Change to the root user.

· Use tar -xvf to install Amira onto the /opt mount point. 

· Copy the license file password.dat to /opt/Mercury/Amira4.1.1/share/license

· Launch Amira by running /opt/Mercury/Amira4.1.1/bin/start

Error troubleshooting

[edwin@nichd32t170 bin]$ ./start

Using arch-LinuxAMD64-Optimize ...

Common Error #1

/opt/Mercury/Amira4.1.1/bin/arch-LinuxAMD64-Optimize/amiramain: error while loading shared libraries: libstdc++.so.5: cannot open shared object file: No such file or directory

Solution

Find this file in the Red Hat installation disk and install it (rpm -Uvh):

compat-libstdc++-33-3.2.3-61.x86_64.rpm

Common Error #2

/opt/Mercury/Amira4.1.1/bin/arch-LinuxAMD64-Optimize/amiramain: error while loading shared libraries: libg2c.so.0: cannot open shared object file: No such file or directory

Solution

Find this file in the Red Hat installation disk and install it (rpm -Uvh):

compat-libf2c-34-3.4.6-4.x86_64.rpm

Common Error #3

If Amira reports an error loading bc, then it signals the missing of development tools.  As of this writing, the current version is bc-1.06.tar.gz and can be downloaded and installed to the default path /usr/local/bin/bc.
