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IMOD Installation

The following procedure assumes a root user installing IMOD in the Linux environment.   If csh is installed, skip to step 3.

1. Download & install C shell tcsh-6.15.00.tar.gz to the default path /usr/local/bin.  Tcsh extends the original C shell with new functionalities yet it is fully backward compatible. 

2. Link the C shell executable to where other shells are stored under /bin.  This step is necessary for the sampletilt command to run.



cd /bin



ln -s /usr/local/bin/tcsh csh

3. Install IMOD to the default path /usr/local/IMOD.

    
csh imod_3.11.5_AMD64_RHEL.csh

4. Download & run Sun java jdk-6u6-linux-x64-rpm.bin.  This will install java to /usr/java.

5. Add path to Sun java as follows because GNU java does not work with IMOD.  This affects the current session.

    
export PATH=/usr/java/jdk1.6.0_06/bin:$PATH

6. Append the following line to /home/<USER_NAME>/.bashrc.  This will keep the PATH variable up to date after session logout.

    

export PATH=/usr/java/jdk1.6.0_06/bin:$PATH
