How to get a DEA

If you have a Virginia license, you can skip step 1 but Maryland makes it a bit more difficult. 
 
1)       If you have a Maryland license, you first need to get a Maryland CDS (Controlled Dangerous Substances) license.  If you are licensed in another state, you may or may not need something analogous. Try checking the not applicable spot on the DEA form and if you need it, the program will tell you.  You can then contact the licensing authority for your state to figure out how to get a state license.  I’ve attached the form for the Maryland CDS license  check the fee waiver box when you send it in (don’t send money).  


2)       To obtain a DEA number, please go to the website <www.deadiversion.usdoj.gov <http://www.deadiversion.usdoj.gov> >. On page 2 of the new registration application, you will see "FOR FEE EXEMPT APPLICANTS ONLY". Check this box and proceed to page 3. You will be asked to provide the name, phone, etc. of the Certifying Official. The Certifying Official is Dr. Forbes Porter; Clinical Director, NICHD; 301-435-4432. The application states that you must notify the Certifying Official prior to applying. Please check with Maryellen before doing this to make sure Dr. Porter knows to expect verification.
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
